Perovskite solar cells are expected as the next generation solar cells to contribute
to carbon neutrality. Our goal is to achieve Pb-free perovskite solar cells with high
efficiency and high durability by utilizing Sn-based compounds and two-dimensional
(2D) structures. Pb-based 3D perovskite compounds are mainly used in solar cells,
but low stability and usage of Pb should be overcome for commercialization. Although
replacement with Sn-based 3D compounds has been considered, Sn2+ is easily
oxidized and is even more unstable than Pb-based 3D compounds. In the proposed
research, we will utilize 2D compounds and fabricate solar cells with a structure
that has enhanced carrier mobility and a different absorption wavelength range by
controlling organic amines and the film formation method. The utilization of Pb-free
perovskite solar cells, their use on building roofs, side walls, and windows is expected
to contribute to CO. reduction and carbon neutrality.

The targets of drug discovery have been limited to proteins so far. But in recent years,
mRNAs encoding proteins have been attracting attention as new drug targets. On
the pharmaceutical side, in addition to conventional drugs, nucleic acid therapeutics
such as antisense oligonucleotides and mRNA vaccines have recently emerged as a
new modality. In such a situation, 3D structural information of RNA-drug complexes
is essential to realize the rational design of drugs. We are conducting structural
analysis of RNA-drug complexes to support academia and pharmaceutical companies
engaged in RNA-targeted drug discovery and RNA drug discovery by utilizing our
unique techniques for RNA molecular design, crystallization, sample preparation,
and structural analysis that we have developed and accumulated through our past
research.

[ Overview ]

In Japan, there are 304 universities with educational programs in nursing, eight of which are Catholic.
This study aimed to identify, through university websites and interviews with nursing faculty and staff,
how Catholic university nursing faculties and departments in Japan maintain and transmit their Catholic
identity, as well as the mechanisms and challenges they face.

Asia and Latin America and of the transregional area formation of the Pacific Rim. Eleven of the Japan-based
scholars in China studies and Latin American studies in history, social science, and area studies form research
groups on (1) increasing trade and investment in East Asian countries and the political reactions of Latin
American countries; (2) the diplomacy of East Asian countries and the political reactions of Latin American
countries; (3) reciprocal recognition in East Asian and Latin American societies and reactions to changing those
perceptions; (4) interregional migrations and ethnic relations among the East Asian immigrant communities in
Latin America; and (5) cultural exports from East Asian countries and the transculturation process in Latin
America. The members look into the dynamics happening in Latin American countries due to closer relations
with the countries of East Asia in terms of economics, politics, society, and culture; and into the ways that the
elements causing these dynamics interrelated, and the changes that Covid-19 has brought to these dynamics.

[ Overview ]

This study explores the European Union's (hereafter referred to as the "EU") approach towards the Asia (Indo)-
Pacific region. The EU is taken as a polity more than an international organization and less than a state. Put
differently, the EU is a form of ever-closer international cooperation that would never become a single (giant)
state. Based on this premise, the existing research has dealt with how far European integration will proceed
and whether the member states' sovereignty pooled onto the EU level is legitimized. Recent studies (including
ours) focus on the rise of populist right-wing groups and authoritarian regimes within some member states
as factors impeding European integration. In parallel, the EU and its member states have shown renewed
interest in cooperation with countries in the Asia (Indo)-Pacific region. This study project will hence analyze the
changes in the international relations within EU, with EU, and with its external world particularly after the 2024
European election, focusing on the multiple crises the EU has faced in recent years (financial crisis, refugee
crisis, COVID-19 pandemic crisis, Ukraine crisis, Palestine crisis etc.), as well as the dynamism in East Asian
international relations with regard to the territorial disputes in the region. The outcomes of this study are to be
published as a co-authored volume in English, following presentations at international conferences in Europe
and Japan, as well as at domestic and international academic conferences.

People who belong to dominant groups in society are often unaware of their privileges (unearned advantages based on dominant group membership). To achieve an inclusive
and socially just society, promoting education that encourages self-transformation through acknowledging one’ s “Japanese” privilege is essential. This study aims to validate
the Japanese Privilege Scale (JPS) (consisting of 32 items related to legal rights, social participation, education, culture, language, identity, authenticity, and discrimination)
that have been in development since 2017. The contributions that JPS is expected to make are: (1) provide a way to measure “majority privilege” as an educational tool to
visualize the often invisible privileges Japanese people have; (2) provide a scale worthy of use for researchers engaged in majority studies; and (3) leads to the development

‘Japanese Privilege Attitudes Scale” as a next step which will allow further examination of the correlations between privilege awareness and other social justice-based

measures, such as attitudes toward ethnic minorities, microaggressions, and willingness to participate in collective action among others.

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[ Overview ]

This study will conduct an original questionnaire survey at Dong Xuan Market, the largest
wholesale market located in Hanoi, the capital city of Vietham. Through statistical analysis
of data collected from approximately 1,000 wholesalers operating in the market, we will
attempt to examine the mechanism of commercial agglomeration formation. When Dong
Xuan Market was rebuilt in 1997 after a fire that destroyed the building in 1994, slots
inside the market were allocated to wholesalers by lottery. By collecting historical data
over the past 25 years, we will analyze how the product-type agglomeration seen today
arose from a random mix of stores in 1997. In addition, the current Dong Xuan market
is suffering due to competition from the online market. The data to be collected in this
study will be used to conduct a preliminary analysis for a future digitization-supported
social experiment (randomized controlled trial: RCT) aimed at improving this situation.
We will also take advantage of the proximity of a large number of relatively homogeneous
firms to measure ‘enumerator effects” in firm surveys by conducting a questionnaire
survey that incorporates a survey experiment design that randomizes the assignment
of enumerators. We aim to summarize the results of our analysis in several academic
papers and publish them in internationally respected journals.

Sophia University has launched the Sophia SPRING Project for doctoral
students in the 2024 academic year, funded by the Japan Science and
Technology Agency (JST) under its "Support for Pioneering Research
Initiated by the Next Generation (SPRING)".

This project aims to foster global doctoral students who, based on
Christian humanism, will embody Sophia’ s educational philosophy “For
Others, With Others” and open the path to the future of sustainable
society through the power of science, technology, and innovation.

Sophia University nurtures doctoral students ,.who will play an activerole in
the world, by providing three supporting programs: 1) Financial support, 2)

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In April 2005, The Sophia Research Organization was established as an umbrella organization
to oversee and support collaborative research activities by members of the Sophia faculty.
Building on the base of the existing specialized research institutes and the university's program
for intra-university collaborative research, it has undertaken new initiatives to strengthen and
coordinate research activities and to support the training of younger scholars. To achieve these
objectives, the University is undertaking the following activities.

(1) Promotion of permanent research units whose research areas and agendas are related to
the founding spirit of the university and the traditional areas of strength in our educational
programs.

(2) Promotion of flexible, interdisciplinary and advanced research activities designed to meet
the changing needs of society.

(3) Efficient and effective use of research resources (human resources, budgets, space, and
others).

(4) Support of young researchers.

(5) Dissemination of research results within and outside the University.

The Sophia Research Organization has two research divisions: Research Institutes Division
and Project Research Division. Research activities are carried out in individual research units
which are established under each of the two divisions. In 2024, there are 14 research units with
approximately 460 affiliated researchers (including researchers outside the University such as
honorary researchers). The results of this wide-range of collaborative research activity are of
benefit to both the individual research scholar, who receives support and encouragement for
his/her own research agenda, and also to the wider academic community and society.
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Accompanying the establishment of the university’ s research
organization, research institutes and centers were reorganized into
research institutes division research units, and, as a result, as of July
1, 2024 there are now 12 research institutes with approximately 440
researchers. The biggest feature of the Research Institutes Division is
that it stably conducts continuous research activities. Activity expenses
and office staffing expenses that form the basis of its activities are
paid from the university’ s general budget, and the division has its own
exclusive research facilities and equipment. Each institute has its own
mission statement, research agenda and research track record. These
institutes are positively promoting research in distinctive fields with the
aim of making their research results available to both the international
academic community and the public at large. To achieve these common
objectives, the research institutes are conducting the following diverse
activities:

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Iberoamerican Institute
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Mission

The Institute, in collaboration with scholars from Japan and abroad, conducts
research on the thought and cultural legacy of the Western middle ages, from
ancient Christianity to the Renaissance. The research covers various aspects
of medieval culture, especially philosophy, theology, history in general, history
of the church, history of law, literature, arts and sciences. The Institute strives
to promote the understanding of Western culture through the publication of
original texts in translation and of academic research.

History

Scholars from Sophia University, in connection with researchers of medieval
thought from other universities in the Kanto area, in 1956 established an
“Office for research in medieval philosophy,” attached to the Faculty of
Humanities at Sophia University, as a supra-regional center of research in this
field. In 1976, the research office was upgraded to Sophia University's “Institute
of Medieval Thought,” with the purpose to carry out advanced research in
the thought and culture of the European middle ages. The Institute which
at present has a staff of 10 institute fellows, 3 visiting fellow, and 11 visiting
researchers, serves the academic community and societies related to medieval
studies.

Principal activities

® The Institute plans and publishes translations of texts sourced from medieval
times and academic research studies.

® The Institute collects books and treatises, and makes them available for re-
searchers and students to browse and borrow. (The specialized library hous-
es approximately 60,000 volumes, including magazines.)

e The Institute sponsors lectures by visiting scholars and organizes study cir-
cles for researchers and students.
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Mission

The institute was established in 1964 to conduct research into the politics,
economies, society, history, arts, and culture of the Iberoamerican (Latin
America and the Caribbean) region, and to serve as a center for academic
exchanges with universities and research institutes in the area. It is highly
regarded as one of the country's leading research institutes in the field of Latin
American studies. The institute currently has 15 staff members, including
researchers and administrative personnel, and in its library boasts the rich
collection of approximately 40,000 books and 50 titles of academic journals on
the region covering history, politics, economics as well as geography, literature,
and the arts.

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Mission

Eversince it was established in 1978, the Linguistic Institute for International
Communication has been engaged in a variety of research projects relating to
all aspects of language, and has grown steadily with the purpose of deepening
international understanding and facilitating cultural exchange between the
East and the West. Currently, over 60 personnel including honorary members
are engaged in joint research, and are striving to advance academic exchange
and research through workshops, invitation of researchers from inside and
outside Japan, and hosting of lectures. The Institute has two affiliated research
organizations; the Research Center for Speech, Language, and Hearing
Sciences and the Phonetics Laboratory. The research areas that the Institute
covers include the following: the theoretical investigation of issues related to the
universal and particular aspects of languages, empirical exploration of foreign
language learning and instruction, the development of teaching methods and

The Institute of Global Concern (IGC) was established in April 2010 with a
mission to conduct research from a global perspective, on a range of issues that
threaten the dignity and solidarity of humans to provide opportunities for the
conscientization of students and the public through its research output, and to
engage in activities with an aim to realize another, better world. We thus hope
to renew and build on the traditions of “the Sophia school” that grapples with
the real problems of poverty and violence - “with Others” — in difference to the
naively “objectivist” and conformist tendencies of mainstream social science
today.

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The Institute of Comparative Culture (ICC) strides to promote and support the
interdisciplinary research of its members across a range of fields in the social
science, humanities, business studies and economics. The institute further
supports its members in building collaborative projects with researchers
outside Sophia and in promoting the university’ s international reputation for
research excellence. The specialisations of ICC members include anthropology,
sociology, politics, business, economics, history, literature, and art history,
with a strong focus on East Asia and the region’ s global connections.

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Institute of Asian, African, and Middle Eastern Studies
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The Institute was established in April 1982, drawing inspiration from Sophia
University' s founding principles, which aimed to promote East-West cultural
exchange while upholding Christian humanism. Initially focused on area studies
pertaining to Southeast Asia, South Asia, and the Middle East and North
Africa, the Institute expanded its research scope in 2014 to include Sub-
Saharan Africa, and in 2019 to encompass East Asia as well.

The Institute’ s primary objective is to conduct comprehensive research
and analysis of socio-cultural phenomena associated with Asia, the Middle
East, and Africa. It aims to go beyond traditional disciplinary and national
boundaries, exploring contemporary socio-cultural phenomena, political
dynamics, and economic challenges.

This Institute is one of the leading institutes in Japan conducting research on
issues related to the history, societies and cultures of the United States and
Canada.

The Institute conducts interdisciplinary research on the United States and
Canada; it currently has 13 full members, who come from several disciplinary
areas. The Institute is well-known in Japan and overseas as one of Japan's
major research institutes in this field.

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Institute of Islamic Area Studies
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The Institute of Islamic Area Studies (SIAS) aims to promote the coordination
and revitalization of Islam-related research at Sophia University, to contribute
to the promotion of Islamic area studies in Japan, and to further promote the
recognition and development of such studies in the world. Moreover, through
the study of Islam at the Catholic University, we will explore ways that lead
to the construction of a harmonious world in which the various religions
coexist. Here, Islamic area studies refer to studies that address various Islam-
related phenomena that occur in various parts of the world and attempt to
consider them from a broad perspective that transcends time and region,
while emphasizing methods of area studies that do not neglect the individuality
of each case.

This endeavor began in 1997, when Sophia University became one of the
hubs of the nationwide “Islamic Area Studies” project funded by a Grant-in-
Aid for Scientific Research (KAKENHI). A succeeding project was launched in
2006, and the “Center for Islamic Studies” was established within the Institute
of Asian Cultures. In 2010, the Center became an independent organization
with a time-limited research division. In 2022, it was finally established as a
permanent research institute with a new name.

Principal Activities

We will develop highly problem-oriented joint research projects and publish
SIAS Occasional Papers and SIAS Lectures aimed at forming an academic
journal in the future. Our achievements will also be shared with students and
non-professionals through lectures, symposia, and other events, as well as
through the publication of the SIAS Lectures. In the academic year 2024, we
will strive to enhance the basic functions of the institute, which includes making
the library's collection available to the public. We will also develop research
collaborations both within and outside the university, in addition to our existing
collaboration with Kyoto University and the use of the Sophia University Cairo
Research Center.
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Sophia Research Organization holds an event annually from 2006 which introduces the research
results of each research unit (institute) belonging to the Organization both in and outside University.
From 2014, the event has been named as “Sophia Open Research Weeks" and the presentations
have been widened from not only those by the research units which belong to the Sophia Research
Organization but also to faculties, graduate schools, Affiliated Research Organizations, and those by the
research groups which have been selected to “the Sophia University Special Grant for Academic
Research” (cf. p.11). And the event is placed as a means to disseminate the research results of
Sophia University comprehensively. Every year, for two weeks from the middle to the end of November,
many projects such as lectures, symposia and so on are held.

In 2024, we are planning to hold the event with online projects into consideration.

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University research in recent years depends not only on intra-
university research funds but also, in conjunction with deepening links
with industry and government, more widely on funding from public
organizations and private sector foundations. The Project Research
Division provides support for research groups conducting research
activity with funds provided by such external organizations and
individuals. Units established as project research units may eventually
become the basis for new units in the Research Institutes Division.

To achieve these objectives, the Division provides the following forms of
support:

(1) Preparation of systems enabling cross-sectional and rapid
cooperation in research among internal and external researchers in
diverse specialties and fields

(2) Authorization of the use of the titles “Research Center” and
“Research Project” by units that are registered as project research
units under the SRO (see Note)

(3) Provision of project research room (see Note)

Note: When research funds average of 8 million JPY or more for a year during research
period have been received from a single external organization, the term “Research
Center” can be used and the unit may make an application for a “Project Research
Room™ .

The Project Research Division was established simultaneously with the
launch of Sophia Research Organization.

After a systematic preparatory period of about three years, activity offi
cially began in January 2008. As of July 1, 2024, the Division has two
research centers.
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The Nanotechnology Research Center was established in April 2008 as Sophia
University s core organization for nanotechnology research. Its present activity
centers on collaborative projects with companies.

This center operates to study various subjects based on GaN nanocolumns
and related nanocrystals, which were pioneered by the project team member,
that is, aiming at overcoming the challenging issues of nitride semiconductor
emission devices, developing the fundamental technology of three primary
colors emitting devices, exploring novel solid state physics based on nano-
crystals, and finally clarifying the physics of nanocrystal effect of nanocolumns.
Recently, blue light-emitting diodes (LEDs) attracted attention because they
led bright and energy-saving white light sources. This research project aims
the development of base technology of three primary colors integrated laser
/ LEDs with the highly functional and ultrafine structures, in which red, green,
and blue laser / LEDs are monolithically prepared on the same crystal, was
achieved. This new generation light emitting devices, which provide a micro-
size full color light spot, exerts a great impact on the full-color application
field by innovating display systems of laser / LED projection displays, retina
scanning personal displays, and so on.

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This center is engaged in activities aimed at the research and development of
Computer Aided Engineering (CAE) technologies which can contribute to the
design of commercial aircraft.

Our main objective is to smoothly carry out outsourced work from Tohoku
University related to the Development of Aircraft Design Technologies for Ideal
Composite Structures, a New Energy and Industrial Technology Development
Organization (NEDO) research project.

More specifically, the following two types of research topics are to be
conducted.

(1) Development of Design Simulator for Aircraft Structures using
thermoplastic CFRP

(2) Development of Virtual Testing Technologies for thermoplastic CFRP
Structures

Based on computational mechanics and composite material engineering,
our research and development includes various engineering analyses using
numerical simulation methods such as the Finite Element Method (FEM), as
well as validation experiments and software development.

The results of this research promise to contribute to the development of
Japan’ s aerospace industry. Furthermore, by establishing subjects of
study in relation to the content of work and by giving research guidance
to our students, it is expected that in the future we will be able to produce
excellent engineers who can play an active part in both the aerospace and
manufacturing industries.

There are 2 Research institutes established by Sophia University’ s founding body,
Sophia School Corporation. And also, Sophia University has 9 research institutes
that doesn’ t belong to the Sophia Research organization, each of which has its own
unigue research activities.
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Mission

This Institute was established by the late Father Johannes Laures on February 5,
1939, the anniversary of the martyrdom of 26 Japanese saints, for the purpose of
research on the history of Christian missions in Japan, cultural exchange between
Japan and Europe in conjunction with missionary work, and for widerange diffusion of
such knowledge and results.

Activities

Kirishitan Bunko is a world-famous center for the collection, study, and publication of
materials on early East-West relations and Christian missionary activities in Japan and
Asia. The Kirishitan Bunko collection includes about 16,000 volumes, including books,
documents, maps, materials published in Europe in the 16th and 17th centuries,
Roman Catholic Church publications from the Meiji period, Petitjean editions, and
other related materials. In recent years a Japanesegovernment grant has provided
funding for the release of an internet version of the third edition of “Kirishitan
Bunko” bibliography and a virtual library of the Kirishitan Bunko Library rare book
collection (Laures Kirishitan Bunko Rare Book Database and Virtual Library).
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Mission

The Sophia Asia Center for Research and Human Development deals with (nearby)
areas in Asia, and there, by forging bonds of amity with local people it conducts activities
as the Sophia Mission (activities of international service). The institute has been serving
in Cambodia, and it has been involved in tasks that do not ignore people in distress. By
displaying as its axiom of global service the fact that the conservation and restoration of
Angkor Wat should be carried out by the Cambodians for the Cambodians, the institute
has since 1991 created a curriculum at the site of the monuments, and for the past 34
years it has been involved in human resource development at the site.

Activities

1) The Hub of our Human Resource Development: We went to Cambodia in the midst of the
civil war and in 1996 we have established a center focusing on research and human resource
development at the site, which happened to be the only such center in Japan. We then involved
ourselves in the development of human resources among the local people, and assisted the
Cambodians in reclaiming their courage and hope. We have conducted each summer training
sessions for students of the faculties of Archaeology and Architecture of the Royal University
of Fine Arts in Phnom Penh, at the site of the Banteay Kdei monument and the Western
Causeway of Angkor Wat. As of now 18 students have acquired degrees at our university’s
graduate school (with 11 obtaining master's degrees and 7 obtaining doctoral degrees).

2) The Hub of our International Exchange Activities with Countries of Asia: Every year in summer

‘Tree Shade’ lectures are held as a student exchange activity between Japan and Cambodia,
and our ‘Mekong Cultural Heritage Project Related to 5 Nations of Southeast Asia’ of 2014,
began anew in 2017 as a ‘Project for Exchanges Concerning Focal Points, with reference to
the Cultural Heritage in the 10 nations of ASEAN." Here we convened experts associated
with the conservation and restoration of cultural heritage from the 10 nations of ASEAN, and
organized workshops to discuss the preservation and renovation of their cultural assets.

3) Exchanges with the Local People at the site of the Monuments: From 2011, we established
the ‘Sophia Angkor Center for Cultural Heritage Education” at the site of the Banteay Kdei
monument. At this facility, every year in summer, site excursions, visits, and slide projections of
cultural heritage are conducted for the elementary and middle school students of the vicinity,
in order to enable them to get familiar with the Angkor Wat ruins.
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Institute of Grief Care
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History
The Institute of Grief Care was established as Japan's first institute dealing with
this subject in April 2009 in Amagasaki City, Hyogo Prefecture, in April 2010
it becomes an institution of Sophia University. The Institute’s activities include
professional training for grief care counselors. The Institute’s activities began
following a major accident on the Fukuchiyama rail line. The activities of the
institute have been supported by a grant from the JR WEST Relief Foundation,
and from 2014, the Institute receives the contribution from other support groups.

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Sophia University Institute of Bioethics
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Mission

The Institute of Bioethics (SUIBE) was established in April 2010 based on
the Sophia University philosophy, namely “Christian humanism”and “human
dignity.” SUIBE is to develop and deepen research on bioethics, integrating the
academic fields of the human sciences, social sciences and natural sciences.

The study of bioethics was started in the U.S.A. The field developed in response
to the rapid development of advanced medical technology and has now come to
focus on problems in research on the human embryo, human substances, and
genome biology. However, bioethics also includes the study of more fundamental
ethical concerns related to the meaning of human life. SUIBE considers not only
the problems of medical science research and medical ethics, such issues as
mental health, reproductive technology, terminal care, and organ transplants, but
also medical welfare issues such as access to health care, protection and care of
children, the aged, and the disabled.

Activities

SUIBE holds a public symposium several times a year, and sponsors research
meetings for its members, and works with Japanese and international partners to
publish research results and to make those results available to the general public,
and to offer advice for policy makers.
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About the Journal

Monumenta Nijpponica is one of the leading Japan studies journals in the world.
In the first quarter of 2024, alone, people in over 120 countries accessed
Monumenta Nijpponica' s peer-reviewed articles and book reviews more than
48,000 times. The journal was founded in 1938, and it continues to be a vibrant
forum for the exchange of ideas. The journal welcomes contributions representing
diverse disciplinary perspectives in the humanities and dealing with all periods,
from ancient to modern times, and also maintains its commitment to providing a
platform for translations of Japanese literary and historical sources and texts.

Activities

Published twice a year, Monumenta Nipponica carries original scholarly
contributions on Japanese history, literature, art, religion, thought, and society, as
well as translations of important Japanese literary texts and historical sources.
Each issue carries three articles and as many as twenty authoritative reviews of
recent books on Japan. From volume 60 (2005), the journal has been available
online through Project MUSE. All back issues are available online, with a five-
year moving wall, through JSTOR. The journal is indexed by EBSCO, Arts and
Humanities Citation Index, CNKI Scholar, ERIH PLUS, and Scopus.
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Semiconductor Research Institute
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Mission

The institute was established on October 1, 2009 as one of the centennial projects
of Sophia University, and in commemoration of the outstanding achievements of Dr.
Jun-ichi Nishizawa. The institute will lead research in related fields of semiconductor
electronics, basic electronics, and basic physical properties and thereby fulfill its
mission of contributing to the academic and cultural development in Japan.

Activities

The Semiconductor Research Institute aims to develop innovative next-generation
semiconductor technologies that can contribute to the construction of a
sustainable society, mainly through the activity of semiconductor researchers
in the Faculty of Science and Technology of Sophia University. Currently, the
institute is utilizing a variety of semiconductor processing equipment installed
in a clean room to support a joint research project between a timed research
division Nanotechnology Research Center and company of "Research on GaN
nanocolumn based Laser Devices," as well as original research projects of on
cutting-edge semiconductor device technologies such as GaN based visible
topological photonic crystals, and RGB-integrated lasers for the realization of
contact lens displays.

The center also plays a role as a joint research center to establish an efficient
research collaboration between semiconductor researchers at Sophia University
and other universities.
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Sophia Institute of International Relations
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Mission

Launched in 2015, Sophia Institute of International Relations (SIIR) seeks
to contribute to peace and development in our globalizing world through
advancement of research and education in the field of international relations.

Activities

SIIR undertakes research projects on a broad range of issues in international
relations, particularly in the fields of security and international political economy.
For this purpose, SIIR seeks to collaborate with research institutes and
researchers throughout Japan and overseas.

Sophia Institute for Human Security (SIHS) was established for the purpose of
realizing human security through social science research. SIHS was launched
in 2017, when Sophia University' s application for ‘Private University Research
Branding Project’ by MEXT was adopted. Since 2022, the activities of the institute
have been supported by ORION Foundation and SIHS has become an affiliated
research organization.

Activities

SIHS positions poverty, environment, health and medical care, immigrants and
refugees, peacebuilding as five important issues of human security in international
society. We will work on the realization of human security through academic
research by becoming an international center of excellence that designs effective
policies and institutions to solve these problems using social science research
methods.

Our research division consists of five units: poverty, environment, health and
medical care, immigrants and refugees, and peace-building. And, the developing
areas of Africa, Southeast Asia and South Asia are our main study fields. The
following are basic policy of SIHS in executing project:

1) To tackle realization of human security through research results of social
science, and 2) to promote research based on local circumstances and problems
while collaborating with local researchers.

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Scholarship research donations and educational research expense donations
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It is necessary to deepen the linkages between industry, government and academia in order to
facilitate the effective use by society of the results of university-based research. When we talk
about a “linkage between industry, government, and academia” we are referring to the exchanges
among universities, private businesses, and government offices via contracted and collaborative
research. The results of such research-newly created knowledge, techniques or know-how-
are utilized by private businesses and other organizations to create new products, or are put
into practical use. The results of such research are returned to society when the newly created
knowledge, technigues or know-how are used in creating new products or processes.

Both the university and private sector enterprises benefit from such linkages. By making such
linkages, private sector enterprises are able to save on time and resources, and increase the
efficiency of research development. As for the university, it is able to obtain research funds and
collaboration with researchers who share similar research interests. This collaboration is of benefit
to both private sector enterprises and to the university, and produces results that meet the needs
of both society and industry. For advancement of these linkages and realization of the mutual
needs of private sector enterprises and the University, Sophia University has created a system
that includes the following possibilities for collaboration.
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Sophia University Industry-Government-Academia
Collaboration Policy

Inaugurated November 1, 2013

Universities are entrusted with the mission of contributing to education, research, and society.
At Sophia University, our goal is to produce research results that lead to problem-solving
in society and industry, with the objective of the betterment of society at large. This goal is
based on our educational motto "For Others, With Others'".

In order to achieve this goal, Sophia University has inaugurated the Industry-Government-
Academia (IGA) Collaboration Policy as follows.

1. We will promote collaborations among industry, the government, and university, contribute
to social welfare and development, and foster research activities.

2. We will institute a promotional organization to foster collaborations with regional
communities, national and local public organizations, and the industrial sector.

3. We will make research information accessible to the public in a timely and comprehensive
manner.

4. We will respond with promptness and flexibility to various needs in promoting IGA
collaborations. These include linking university researchers with the government and industry,
fostering collaborative and contract research, and facilitating technology transfer based on
intellectual property.
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e “Contract research” refers to research undertaken by members of our
faculty, working in our university, under contract with an outside organization.
The costs of the research project ( “contract research expenses” ) are borne
by the organization proposing the contract.
e Ten percent of the contract amount is turned over to the general University
budget to cover general administrative expenses.
e Intellectual property rights derived from “contract research” are determined

by the contracts or “Memorandum of Understanding”, following consultation
between both parties.
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External Collaborative Research
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e “External collaborative research” refers to the acceptance by the University of
outside researchers (external collaborative researchers) who work together with the
University's faculty and staff. The necessary expenses, “external collaborative research
expense,” are borne by the collaborative researchers(corporations and others).

e Ten percent of the external collaborative research expense is turned over to the
general University budget to cover general administrative expenses.

e Intellectual property rights derived from “external collaborative research” are
determined by “External collaborative research contracts” or “Memorandum of
Understanding” , following consultation between both parties.
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Scholarship research donations and educational research expense donations
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e “Scholarship research donations™ are those for which the recipients (lecturers,
others) are designated.

e “Educational research expense donations” are those to Sophia School
Corporation. (Principal Investigator can be also designated)

e Five percent of the donation is turned over to the general University budget
to cover general administrative expenses.
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Intellectual Property

The Japanese government has announced a national agenda for the promotion of science and
technology and universities have been assigned a central role in the creation, management and
application of new scientific knowledge. As members of society, universities have an important
role to play in increasing national competitiveness and stimulating economic growth through
their research activities in science and technology and the management of the intellectual
property created by such research activities.

On October 1, 2001, Sophia University established “Sophia University Regulations with regard
to new intellectual property.” These regulations defined the rights of individual researchers and
the university with regard to intellectual property created by members of the Sophia faculty in
the course of their research activities and established a committee to review new research and
potential patent applications. In cases where the university decides to make a patent application in
the name of the university, intellectual property rights are managed by the university. As of March
31, 2024, Sophia University had made applications for 280 domestic patents and 127 foreign
patents. And as of March 31, 2024, we have 137 Japanese, 74 foreign patents issued.

Under Sophia University's “Industry-Government-Academia (IGA) Collaboration

Policy” one of our goals is to channel our research results to the betterment of society.

In line with that policy, we believe it is crucial to create a policy to ensure the smooth

operation of the creation, protection, and use of intellectual property. The “Sophia

University Intellectual Property Policy” is defined as follows.

1. Creation of Intellectual Property

1) We will promote the creation of intellectual property by taking positive measures to
foster the development of human resources and the enrichment of the research
environment.

2) We will promote awareness activities to raise awareness about the importance of
intellectual property.

3) We will stimulate research activities through IGA collaborations, and commit to the
creation of intellectual property.

2. Protection of Intellectual Property

1) We will evaluate, inherit, and acquire the rights to intellectual property originating from
the inventions of corporate employees in the Sophia Corporation. By doing so, we
will take measures to use intellectual property effectively in the industrial sector and
protect the rights.

2) We will handle rewards and license fees, etc. for inventors in order to foster an
intellectual property creation cycle.

3) We will manage inherited intellectual property and periodically reevaluate its value.

3. Use of Intellectual Property

1) In order to put intellectual property to its effective use in industry, we will take measures
