Sophia University established a student award program on April 1, 2009 as part of a commemorative project for its

100th anniversary. The program awards students or student groups of the university who have achieved excellence that
serves as an example to others in the fields of sports, culture/art, environment, contribution to community/society,
international exchange, diversity/inclusive society, etc., and to those who have made significant contributions to
enhancement in the prestige of our university.

We received 15 applications for 2021 and selected three groups and one student for the President's Award for

Excellence after a rigorous screening.

Received the Risk and Insurance Seminar (RIS) Excellent Paper Award
Their paper was published in a journal.

Reason for the award:

As part of the seminar activity, the students participate in the Risk and Insurance Seminar (RIS), where the
participants report their research results three times a year with an academic paper. The paper titled
“Determining Factors of the Demand for Earthquake Insurance,” which Mr. Kawai wrote with two other
participants for the seminar, was selected for the RIS Excellent Paper Award for 2020 and was recommended
to the journal published by the General Insurance Institute of Japan. Upon approval of the RIS Editorial
Committee, the paper was published in the institute’s journal Songai Hoken Kenkyu (General Insurance
Studies) (Volume 83, Issue 2, August 2021) as an excellent contributed paper. The President’s Award for
Excellence highly recognizes that the undergraduate students’ paper was published in the journal as an
excellent paper, thereby awarding the prize for their contribution to enhancing our prestige.

Reason for the award:

A team of 18 students participated in the 20th Intercollegiate Negotiation Competition in which participants

engaged in mock arbitration and negotiation on international business disputes, placing 4th out of 24 teams in
the overall competition (the winner was the National University of Singapore, 2nd place was Team Australia,
and 3rd place was the University of Tokyo). The team recorded the highest score among Japanese universities
in the category of Negotiation in English language and will represent Japan in the International Negotiation
Competition to be held in 2022. This will be the first time for our team to represent Japan in this global
competition. The President’s Award for Excellence highly recognizes the team for achieving excellent results
in the national and international competitions through their seminar activities, thereby awarding the prize for
their contribution to enhancing our prestige.

YICHIYO (Representative: Mao Jiangmeng, 4th year student, Department of Management, Faculty of

Economics)
Won the 1st Prize in the Sustainable Design Group category of the Alibaba Internet Innovation and

Entrepreneurship Competition, an environmental protection business contest

Reason for the award:

After establishing a group named YICHIYO, they participated in the Alibaba Internet Innovation and
Entrepreneurship Competition in October 2021. The Competition is a business contest hosted by the Alibaba
Group, a leading IT company with the most influential power in China. Amid the participation of competent
university students including those studying abroad in the United Kingdom, the United States, and other
countries, YICHIYO was awarded the 1st Prize in the Sustainable Design Group category of the contest. On
top of this, the team garnered A" in Creativity, Sustainability, Feasibility, and Expertise; YICHIYO was the
only group that earned the highest rating in as many as four categories. The President’s Award for Excellence
highly recognizes the group for achieving excellent results and performances, thereby awarding the prize for
their contribution to enhancing our prestige.

Saori Wada (4th year student, Department of International Legal Studies, Faculty of Law)
Appointed the first-generation YUNGA ambassador under the YUNGA Ambassador Program

Promoted the empowerment of young people striving to solve social challenges

Reason for the award:

Ms. Wada was appointed as one of the world’s first YUNGA Ambassadors in February 2021 after a
screening of a large number of applications from university students across Japan. The screening was held for
the first time in the world by YUNGA Japan under the YUNGA Ambassador Program. YUNGA, which stands
for the Youth and United Nations Global Alliance, is an organization under the Food and Agriculture
Organization (FAO) of the UN, which develops official programs for young people in more than 20 countries
around the world with an aim to foster their leadership and expertise in youth empowerment as well as in
various fields of international affairs. Among major activities are establishing the Round Table of Global
Seekers (RTGS) in October 2021 and creating an interactive learning opportunity called the “Round Table
Conference of Global Will,” enabling young people who wish to become an international civil servant to
develop expertise as young professionals. Specialists and practitioners, including international organization
staff, are invited to participate in the conference. Her appointment as YUNGA Ambassador is a great
achievement in the education of the university which has a pronounced international orientation. The
President’s Award for Excellence highly recognizes Ms. Wada for her excellent activities, thereby awarding
the prize for her contribution to enhancing our prestige.
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
