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With the Russian invasion of Ukraine, once again the world has seen the direct con-

nection between global aspirations, domestic policy, and the rise of refugees. Here 

in Japan media and academic voices have celebrated Japanese recent “accep-

tance” of displaced Ukrainians. This presentation juxtaposed Japan’s often mislead-

ing rhetoric and refugee recognition practice. 
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
